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What is a Hate Crime?

Any crime committed with a bias and
prejudice motive and selects victims
lbased on a particular group: race,
nationality, religion, sexual orientation,
disability, age, or gender.

Hate Incidents: Nome calling, insults,
displaying hatedmaiteriak onryour
property or public places.

If it starts to threaten a person or
property, it becomes hate crime.

Hate Crimes: Any act or attempted
act that constitutes an offence under
criminal law, such as: harassment, in-
volves injury, threats/acts of violence,
or property damage.

CA Penal code section 422.6
CA Civil code section bl.7






CA Penal code section 422.6(a)(b)(c)

(a) No person, whether or not acting under color
of law, shall by force or threat of force, willfully in-
jure, intimidate, interfere with, oppress, or threaten
any other person in the a exercise or enjoyment of
any right or privilege secured to him or her by the
Constitution or laws of this state or by the Consti-
tution or laws of the United States in whole or in
part because of one or more of the actual or per-
ceived characteristics of the victim listed in subdi-
vision (a) of Section 422.55.

(b) No person, whether or not acting under color
of law, shall knowingly deface, damage, or destroy
the real or personal property of any other person
for the purpose of intimidating or interfering with
the free exercise or enjoyment of any right or priv-
ilege secured’to the-otherperson-by the Consti-
tution or laws of this state or by the Constitutionor
laws of the United States, in whole or in part be-
cause of one or more of the actual or perceived
characteristics of the victim listed in subdivision
(a) of Section 422.55.

a) or (b) shall be punished by imprisonment in
a county jail not to exceed one year, or by a fine
not to exceed five thousand dollars ($5,000), or by
both the above imprisonment and fine, and the
court shall order the defendant to perform a min-
imum of community service, not to exceed 400
hours, to be performed over a period not to ex-
ceed 350 days, during a time other than his or . ..



...her hours of employment or school attendance.
However, no person may be convicted of violating
subdivision (a) based upon speech alone, except
upon a showing that the speech itself threatened
violence against a specific person or group of
persons and that the defendant had the appar-
ent ability to carry out the threat.

CA Civil code section bl.7
(Ralph Civil Rights Act of 1976)

(b) All persons within the jurisdiction of this state
have the right to be free from any violence, or
intimidation by threat of violence, committed
against their persons or property because of polit-
ical affiliation,or enaccountefanycharacteristic
listed or defined in subdivision (b) or (e) of Section
51, or position in a labor dispute, or because an-
other person perceives them to have one or more
of those characteristics. The identification in this
subdivision of particular bases of discrimination is
illustrative rather than restrictive.

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Prevention Tips

Always let someone know where you're going
Carry ID

Stay alert of your surroundings

Familiarize yourself with key landmarks:
Market, Police Station, Fire Department,

Gas Station, Restaurant, Intersections

Carry personal alarm or whistle and flashlights
Avoid isolated areas

Avoid shortcuts

Do not walk alone, especially at night

Walk near curb, facing traffic

Choose busy, well lit streets

Look confident and purposeful in your walk
Do not display any cash or credit card or
jewelry

Public transportation:

- Check bus/train schedule

- Do not wait alone at a stop

- Know where you are going and how to get back
- Sit near the bus driver

- If harassed, report to driver immediately

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When Facing an Attack
(Hate Speech/Crime)

Trust your instincts & assess the situation.
Your safety is #1

Walk away ASAP or take the next exit and
get out of the situation. The closer you are
to other people, the better.
Don't get triggered to participate in
verbal argument because it will escalate
the situation.
Engage bystanders. Tell them what's going
on and ask-them'for Help:
Take out your phone and start taking
pictures or a video of the perpetrator
(IF SAFE).
Call 9-1-1if attacked.
Scream ‘HELP" or ‘FIRE’ or blow personal
alarm/whistle.
If you are physically attacked:
- Protect your body and defend yourself
by whatever means necessary.
- Act crazy because they will freak
out and let you go.
Again, try to get out of the situation as fast
you can.
